Guest Post Guidelines for Write to Done

1. Write a post with insanely useful content. Always ask: ‘How can the reader benefit from this?’

2. It has to be fresh content that makes its first appearance on WTD

3. Length: Between 700 and 1500 words

4. Add a credit at the beginning and end of the post. (That’s information about you as the author). Take a look on WTD to see how we do it.

5. Presentation: Write a draft on your blog. Then copy/past the html and attach it to an email as a txt attachment. Make sure you have no <span> tags which specify the font or the font color.

6. Attach a few suggested images. Flickr images should have Creative Commons License. (Attach the credits). To find Flickr images with a Creative Commons licence, click ‘Search’ then ‘Advanced Search’. Scroll down and tick: ‘Only search within Creative Commons-licensed content’. 

7. You can also add links to suggested Royalty Free images.

8. Photo credits: please place them right at the end of your post (after your byline) like this

9. Image format: landscape (i.e. wider than high) 407 wide.

10. Check out the formatting on the blog. Heading are in <h3>

11. Make sure the post is scannable, i.e, use bold sentences here and there and use lists.

12. Please edit and proofread your post carefully.

13. Please do not use your own Affiliate links in a guest post. If you refer to a book title, let me know in your accompanying email and I’ll use our link.

14. Add a killer title

16.  Use only simple coding: Use <h3> for headings and <strong> for subheaders.  Don’t use <span>, or <br> tags
